Strape and stacks sandwich containers and
loads them 9Pnto conveyers. Processes vegetables by machine. Carries lLiread,

trays and sandwiches, and cartons, crates, heavy bage, and lugs of vegetables.
Packs and checks sandwiches or dessert items. Performs continuous elevator
_operation and guard duties. 1Is principally engaged in preparing master order
eheets, shipping tags and delivery slips, timekeeping, inventory control, typing,
and other clerical functionms. Weighs, measures and issues food supplies; operates
can opening machines. .Dispenses gas and oil and records consumption.

In a high school cafeteria, supervises a small number of School Lunch Belpers.
Records, checks, stores and weighs incoming food and supplies; keeps inventory
records; and issues supplies to kitchens and counters in a small cafeteria.
Serves as head cashier in a small cafeteria, distributing cash boxes, :ounting
and consolidating counter repoxrts and submitting reports to the manag:ir or
bookkeeper. Assists the cook or baker in a cafeteria, in preparing, mixing, and
baking a variety of cakes and pies. Empties and washes garbage cans, sweeps and
. mops floors, washes walls and windows, washes pots and/or operates a dishwashing
machine. 1n principallyengaged in general clerical work and/or typing.
